Awards of up to £1000 for overseas academic initatives

Open to postgraduates students and graduates 

What is it?

Following the 1990 Jubilee Appeal, the Governing Body of Queen Margaret College established the Princess Alice, Duchess of Gloucester, Scholarship, an annual award which aims to fund, either wholly or in part (to a maximum of £1000), suitable overseas academic, professional or vocational initiative(s). Where two or more applicants are considered worthy of an award the Scholarship may be split. The Research Degrees Committee is responsible for making decisions on applications.

Who can apply?
· Current postgraduate and research students of Queen Margaret University

· Recent graduates of the University who obtained their qualifications not more than three years ago

What types of activities are eligible for support?

Some of the awards that have been made in the past have been to support the following activities:

· Fieldwork for a research project or Masters dissertation

· Attendance at an international conference or summer school

· Visits to overseas universities for collaborative research purposes

This list is not exhaustive. In considering applications, the Committee will give priority to the following criteria:

· Will the activity benefit QMU? (For instance, by dissemination of results, enhancement of QMU’s profile or by creating the possibility for future collaborative work.)

· Will the activity benefit the wider community?

· Is the activity likely to lead to publishable papers?

· Are other sources of funding available? Is the scholarship the only way the activity could be funded? 

· Is the activity certain to take place if funding is supplied?

Please note: the Committee’s decision is final. No correspondence will be entered into. 

What types of activites are not eligible for support?

· Elective placements

· Travel to and from your home country (if you live outside the UK)

· Any activity which takes place solely in the UK

Are there any conditions attached to the award?

A brief written report will be required from the award holder(s) within six months. Scholars who, for no valid reason, fail to complete the venture or to submit the reports will be required to reimburse the fund in whole or in part.

What is the closing date and how do I apply?

Applications for 2010 should be received no later than Friday 7 May 2010. 

Applications should be made on the appropriate form (see attachment) and returned to researchdegrees@qmu.ac.uk We will contact your supervisor to provide a statement of support, so please speak to your supervisor before applying.
