Involvement with new module and programme developments.

How the LRC can help you.

Early involvement of the LRC is essential for the development of any new module or programme.

Early involvement with your Liaison Librarian enables us to plan ahead for the particular needs of your course.  Liaison Staff can advise on the following:

· Budgeting for your course, what books and journals are available and more importantly how much they cost. Liaison staff will also be able to highlight alternative resources which might better benefit your course or be a more cost effective solution.

· Early involvement with your Liaison Librarian will ensure that relevant texts are identified and purchased for the LRC. We will check reading lists advise on what is already available and if further copies are needed or if newer editions are available. Many texts are now available electronically; again your Liaison Librarian will check this for you.
· Information skills, Liaison Librarians are actively involved in teaching information skills on many modules, and will advise on the range of sessions we offer.

· Copyright legislation is complex and ever changing, your Liaison Librarian will  be able to advise on the current implications of copyright legislation for your module and may be able to offer solutions to many of the problems posed by adhering to copyright.

· Library teaching sessions for all library users’ not just students. Let us help you to keep up to date. Make an appointment with your Liaison Librarian and we can help you to make the most of library resources.

In order to maintain an excellent service and a wide range of relevant educational and research materials to support your modules we really need to talk to you as early as possible about new academic developments. This means well before the Statement of Intent is presented to the School Academic Board.  

It would therefore be helpful if you could send us a quick email alert giving brief details on proposed subject coverage, student numbers, mode of delivery, academic level, a named contact; proposed time scale and how new the development is.  This will allow us to think about allocation of resources and planned potential support.
