10. Educational Aims of the programme
The programme aims to develop in students a professional knowledge base, a repertoire of relevant clinical skills, a critical but reflective approach to audiological practice through training in a range of contexts, including research in hearing and balance disorders.  It aims to produce graduates who are competent to fulfil the roles, responsibilities and tasks that are described in an audiologist’s job description in the service domain.  Finally the purpose is to encourage and inspire students to practice Audiology and conduct research mindful of the ethical principles of beneficence, autonomy and justice, responsive to the needs of the community and respectful of difference and diversity.
The educational aims of the programme are:

1. Provide students with the knowledge, skills and attitudes to equip them for a career in audiology;

2. Develop profession specific knowledge, understanding and skills which fit them for effective, reflective clinical practice to secure, maintain and improve the health and well-being of people with hearing impairment and/or a balance disorder;

3. Develop key transferable skills in general use in graduate employment so that students become competent in both autonomous practice and in team-work;

4. Develop critical and analytical skills so that students become users and creators of research evidence in their professional practice;

5. Provide opportunities for student to learn with and from other healthcare professionals so that they develop competence in inter-professional practice;

6. Develop motivation and ability to engage in continuing professional development and life-long learning;

7. Provide a responsive curriculum that acknowledges service changes, and national and local developments.

The educational aims are consistent with the requirements of an Honours degree, namely that it should extend knowledge into current fields of research and development and develop the necessary skills for critical analysis of emerging evidence and its implications for clinical practice.  In line with this requirement the programme includes a research project in the final year, the planning and implementation thereof, and a written report of the findings with recommendations for further research.

Clinical skills
With reference to the hierarchy of clinical skills that are the foundation for practice in audiology, students will demonstrate accurate, consistent and independent performance of procedures for

· Identification (screening) (L1, 2)

· Diagnostic assessment (paediatric and adult populations, including older persons) (L2, 3)

· Therapeutic intervention (aural re/habilitation including hearing aid selection and fitting) (L2, 3, 4)

· Counselling (L 2, 3, 4)

· Report writing, including referrals and recommendations (L 2, 3, 4)

· Non-clinical patient related activities (organisation, planning, implementation of activities and record-keeping) (L3, 4)

Interpersonal skills
The provision of care for hearing impaired persons rests on the development of a therapeutic relationship with the individual and significant others.  Process skills and adherence to a professional code of ethics are key to all aspects of audiological services.    Therefore students should provide evidence of:

· Professional autonomy and accountability (L1, 2, 3, 4)

· Responsibility and the recognition of limitations (L1, 2, 3, 4)

· Reflective self awareness (L1, 2, 3, 4)

· An understanding of the structure and function of the health care system as it relates to audiology (L1, 2, 3, 4)

13. Teaching and learning methods and strategies

Learning and teaching approaches
Students should be prepared for a professional career through ‘ … the provision of programmes of academic study and practice-based learning which lay the foundation for career-long professional development and lifelong learning to support best professional practice and the maintenance of professional standards.’ (Quality Assurance Agency for Higher Education Audiology Benchmark Statement).

In keeping with this philosophy and in view of the nature of the programme and its approach to learning, students will assume considerable responsibility for their own learning.  There is an emphasis on strategies to develop cognitive skills and facilitate interactive process skills in a formal didactic environment as well as in small groups for focused discussion, problem based activities, case studies and analysis, oral presentations and independent study. The aim of the teaching and learning approaches therefore is to facilitate the continuing process of learning rather than focusing just on the exit qualification (Grundy, 1987).
When a theoretical module includes a clinical skills development component, the outcome competence is assessed by means of a continuous assessment for clinical competencies and an eportfolio containing evidence of their learning activities.  In the clinical domain reflective practice is encouraged through the use of a journal and a clinical portfolio. The latter provides a record of the clinical contexts and range of patients seen there and includes a sample of reports in each domain of audiology.  Regarding placements in the clinical domain a designated Placement Educator (supervisor - registered with the HPC or RCCP) monitors clinical skills development and completes the relevant section of the IRCP (Individual record of clinical practice) as an RCCP/BAA requirement. Close collaboration between the institution, Heads of Service and the Placement Educators (supervisors) is essential for effective clinical skills development through carryover from theory to practice.  
Embedded within the programme are Knowles’s principles of adult learning theory (Atherton 1995) which states intrinsic motivational learning occurs when it is directly applicable to the learner and involves problem solving and active participation. 
Student learning styles on entry to the programme although personal are dynamic, therefore  teaching styles require to take cognisance of this and respond dynamically to enable  students to transform from dependent  to self directed learners. The concept of constructive alignment (Biggs, 2003) has been applied to teaching and learning strategies to ensure alignment with learning outcomes and assessment methods.

Teaching and learning strategies include lectures to provide factual background knowledge, seminars for higher-level discussion, workshops for shared learning experiences; case studies provide problem-based learning opportunities to develop clinical reasoning in a group context.  The oral presentation of projects by groups of students is seen as a precursor to participation in activities such as journal clubs, local organisations and branches of the professional body.  Module content is made available to students as notes or power point presentations via WebCT; the discussion board that is linked to these offers opportunities to share ideas and to communicate.

Assessment of students’ clinical skills and knowledge is shared between members of QMU staff and Placement Educators (supervisors) who provide feedback to students on their performance on each clinical placement. Appropriate documentation provides the framework for this process. The Portfolio of Practice is a cumulative piece of work in which students maintain a record of their clinical experience throughout the years of the programme; it includes a sample of reports in each of the practice areas of the subject. Reflective journals in the placements allow students to reflect on the application of all their learning experiences to the development of their clinical understanding and skills. 
There is the IRCP (Individual record of clinical practice) and a departmental assessment of Exit Level Outcomes.  Both of these will provide the details of clinical competence and performance, based on Audiology benchmark statements for outcome competencies that students are expected to demonstrate.  A final clinical competency assessment carried out in the final placement enables staff of the department to evaluate students’ clinical competence. This assessment will be completed through a collaborative approach between the placement educator and a member of QMU staff. Placement educators will be provided with training in assessment to prepare them for this process. 
Students are able to provide feedback and evaluate modules by a Web-based process; WebCT is used for additional aspects to delivery of the clinical components of the programme as well as providing a forum for discussion; feedback from students to module coordinators is delivered electronically.

16. Criteria for admission

Students applying for the B Sc (Hons) Audiology typically meet the following requirements:

· Scottish Higher grades of BBBCC (278 UCAS Tariff points); 

· A Level grades of BBC (280 UCAS Tariff points); 

· Irish Leaving Certificate (ILC): BBBCC at Honours level. 

· Mathematics with English and a Science subject at S/Intermediate2/GCSE or beyond; preferred subjects at H/A/AS are Physical or Biological Sciences and Psychology;

Regarding applications from students who have studied at other institutions, applicants with qualifications that are recognised by UCAS (equivalence tables are available from UCAS or careers officers) will be considered. 
Disabilities
The University will comply with the Special Education Needs and Disability Act (SENDA) and will provide open access to as wide a range of learners as possible.  The QMU Disability Policy sets out the process through which Admissions will account for the needs of persons with disability.
