Bus travel and car share – A winning combination

Travelling from Trinity

A combination of bus travel and car share have presented John with the flexibility he needs for his role as graphic designer while also keeping the cost of travel to a minimum. 

As a part of the Marketing team, John likes to have the flexibility to work late in the office on specific projects. He therefore gets a lift to work with another member of staff but uses the bus to return to his home in Trinity at the end of an evening. 

John said: “Initially I was travelling by bus to the new campus. This costs £2.50 per day or a monthly pass is £37 and the journey to and from campus takes approximately 55 minutes. However, I have now hooked up with another member of staff who picks me up outside my house each morning. This is a great arrangement because it only takes 25 minutes to drive to the campus so I don’t have to get up so early. I make a monthly contribution towards her petrol which suits both of us.
“However, in the evening, I usually take the bus home. I have a lot of deadlines to meet and I often like to finish projects that I’m working on rather than having my working day dictated by the clock. I therefore usually stay a bit later so that I can finish what I started and with the bus arriving at campus every 10 minutes, I  don’t have to hang about long before I’m on my way home.”
The combination of bus and car share arrangements work well for John as he enjoys the convenience of the car in the morning, but has the flexibility of bus travel in the evening. 
John pays £10 per month for car sharing and £20 on bus travel.
