How do | use it?

Our newly re-created Student Portal has been
built to be as compatible with any device you
may wish to use it with.

The Student Portal works great on both a mobile
device, a laptop or tablet. It will auto resize itself
to the full width of any screen you may be using

utilizing a technology called “Responsive Design”

Once you have logged into the Student Portal
your personalised selection of functionality will
be displayed in a variety of modules (or boxes),
each holding a different categorized piece of
information or functionality.

Student Username

Your student username also known as your
matriculation number can be found on the bottom of
your smartcard, the number will begin with the year
in which you first joined the University and is an 8-
digit number.

Student Password

Your student password would have been set when
you originally logged in to your portal. Itis the same
password you use to login to the computers on
campus.
